2009 NORTHEAST-10 MEN’S SOCCER WEEKLY INFORMATION

AMERICAN INTERNATIONAL: The American Inter-
national College men’s soccer team went 2-0-0 this
week, beating Stonehill 5-2 on Wednesday and then
claiming a 2-1 victory over C.W. Post on Saturday. Five
different players tallied a goal against the Skyhawks,
while senior netminder Ryan Brooks-Newton (Selkirk,
N.Y.) stopped four shots in the win. On Saturday, the
Yellow Jacket came from behind scoring both goals with less than 13-min-
utes remaining in the game for the 2-1 win. Brooks-Newton, again, stopped
four shots. Next up, AIC hosts Le Moyne on Wednesday at 4 p.m.

ASSUMPTION: The Greyhounds, who have won four
straight games, are now 4-1 overall and 2-0in the confer-
ence. The four straight wins ties the team record set five
different times (2008, 2001, 1999, 1978-79, 1974-75).
The goal allowed in the 2-1 win over Saint Anselm was
the first allowed this season by Hounds Junior goalkeep-
er Brandan Sullivan (Halesite, NY/Saint Dominic’s). Sulli-
van’s scoreless string ended at 278:30 this season and ended his Greyhound
record regular-season (over two years) scoreless string at 468:27.
