PACE: Pace returns to the Northeast-10 Champion-
ship aft er missing the post season in 2008. Head 
Coach Dan Altro had guided the Sett ers to the NE-
10 Tournament in four of the last fi ve seasons at 
Pace. The Sett ers, ranked sixth in the NCAA East 
Region poll, fi nished the regular season as the #5 

seed in the conference and will face host #4 UMass Lowell in the open-
ing round of the NE-10 Championship on Friday.

SAINT MICHAEL’S: The Purple Knights took the fi rst 
set away from New Haven on Saturday, an occur-
rence the Chargers have only experienced seven 
ti mes in conference play. The Purple Knights fi nish 
with a fi nal overall record of 8-19. Junior Lindsey 
Frazier has offi  cially set the new Saint Michael’s 
volleyball program record for kills in a season at 

322, originally set at 294 in 1994. The Purple Knights will return next 
season without two of this year’s seniors; Kelly Garthwait and Kerry Hill 
who played the fi nal volleyball game of their Saint Michael’s career on 
Saturday. Garthwait earned ESPN The Magazine Academic All-District 
honors on Thursday, As a double major, she currently sits on a 3.7 GPA 
and led the team in digs this season with 328.

SAINT ROSE: The Golden Knights concluded their 
2009 slate Saturday aft ernoon. Saint Rose, which 
won its fi rst eight matches to begin the year, fi n-
ished with a 15-14 overall mark and a 5-10 record 
in league play. Senior libero Mary German (Canan-
daigua, N.Y.) concluded a stellar four-year career 
with 30 digs, thus pushing her school record total 

to 2,154 career digs. She is the lone player in school 
annals to amass 2,000 digs and furthermore recorded 200 aces. Senior 
right side hitt er Jaclyn Griffi  n (Glen Mills, Pa.) closed out her career with 
788 kills, which places her among the top-10 in school annals.

SOUTHERN CONNECTICUT: Southern went 3-0 
last week to fi nish the regular season with a 25-9 
overall mark and 9-6 conference record. The Owls 
swept all three matches including a much needed 
victory over Saint Anselm. With the win, the Owls 
have clinched a Northeast-10 Tournament bid for 
the fi rst ti me in program history. They will face 

New Haven on Friday.

SOUTHERN NEW HAMPSHIRE: Stephanie Dlugin-
ski (Floral Park, N.Y.) wrapped up her junior season 
ranked second in career blocks with 266 and fi ft h 
in career kills at SNHU with 790. Two Penmen se-
niors wrapped up their careers last week among 
the program leaders. Kim Rowe (Exeter, N.H.) fi n-

ished sixth in career assists with 566, while her 169 
blocks place her eighth in program history. Allison Murphy (Montague, 
Mass.) ended up ninth in career service aces with 92.

STONEHILL: The Skyhawks closed out the regular 
season on the outside looking in for the upcom-
ing NE-10 Tournament, depite fi nishing in a ti e for 
fi ft h place in the standings. Stonehill fi nished ti ed 
with Pace, Le Moyne, American Internati onal and 
Southern Connecti cut State and thus came out at 

the bott om of the NE-10 ti ebreaker as a result of its 0-4 record against 
those teams... Junior Laura Noonan (Hampstead, N.H.)averaged 3.33 
kills and hit .362 for the week.

AMERICAN INTERNATIONAL: AIC went 3-0 last 
week, sweeping Merrimack, Post and Saint 
Anselm. The Yellow Jackets, who have won nine 
straight matches and 28 straight sets, ended the 
regular season with a 23-9 overall record and went 
9-6 in the NE-10. AIC’s 23 wins are the most since 
the Yellow Jackets went 23-10 in 1997. They Yellow 

Jackets will be making their second straight conference tournament ap-
pearance under second-year head coach Kelly Wengerter.

ASSUMPTION: Junior middle hitt er Aimee Drain-
ville (Rockville, R.I.) led the team in kills (177) this 
season, while senior sett er Kelly Blumenauer (Islip 
Terrace, N.Y.) led with 409 set assists and 22 ser-
vices aces. Freshman libero Steph Whooten (Nor-
ton, Mass.) had 252 digs and 21 service aces in her 
fi rst season. 

BENTLEY: It was a week of milestones for the Bentley 
women’s volleyball team, beginning with the 700th 
victory in the program’s 29-year history Friday night 
at Saint Rose. On Saturday, senior Cassie Kraft  (New 
Braunfels, Texas) became the second player in the 
program’s history to reach 2,000 career digs, and in 
the same match, senior Alex Kearney (La Jolla, Ca-

lif.) recorded her 1,400th career kills. With 1,410, she 
is 20 shy of the school record, held by NE-10 Hall of Famer Maria Vi-
cens. Coach Sandy Hoff man is one win away from 700 for her career, 
a milestone only three acti ve Division II coaches have achieved. Kraft  
was named to the ESPN the Magazine Academic All-District 1 college 
division third team.

UMASS LOWELL: The River Hawks fi nished the 
2009 regular-season campaign 19-9 overall and 
11-4 in the Northeast-10, marking the fi rst ti me 
UMass Lowell has reached 19 wins since 2005. The 
River Hawks fi nish the season ti ed with Bentley for 
third place, but the Falcons hold the ti e-breaker. 

Sarah Coscia (Pitt sfi eld, Mass.) closed out the regu-
lar season with 26 kills and four blocks in the River Hawks’ sweeps of 
Southern New Hampshire and Assumpti on. Perennial standout Elsa 
LeGrand (Highlands Ranch, Colo.) collected eight blocks in the two 
matches, giving her 400 career blocks, just 14 shy of the all-ti me UMass 
Lowell record. Starti ng Friday, UMass Lowell will host the 2009 NE-10 
Championship.

MERRIMACK: Despite missing the Northeast-
10 playoff s by one game, Merrimack recorded a 
school record 21 victories, setti  ng the record for 
the third straight season. The Warriors won 19 in 
2007 and 20 in 2008. Merrimack was 1-1 in the 
fi nal week, losing to AIC 3-0 before defeati ng As-
sumpti on 3-0. Libero Alyssa Pickert (Tinley Park, 

Ill.) leads the conference with 596 digs and 5.52 digs per game. Molly 
Cindric (Westlake Village, Calif.) fi nishes the regular season with a con-
ference best 402 kills and 3.63 per game, second overall. Elyse Lorenz 
(Frankfurt, Ill.) fi nishes fourth in assists per game.

NEW HAVEN: The Chargers earned their second-
straight Northeast-10 Conference regular season 
championship on Saturday in a 3-1 victory over 
Saint Michael’s. New Haven went a perfect 15-0 
in the NE-10 this season and has yet to lose a con-
ference match since joining prior to the 2008 sea-
son. Four student-athletes tallied 10 or more kills, 

while Heather Ladao led the defense with 27 digs. The Chargers earned 
the top seed in this week’s NE-10 Conference Championship and will 
take on Southern Connecti cut in the opening round Friday.
